Dear parishioners, 
 

Saint John tells us in Sacred Scripture that GOD IS LOVE.  
The very essence of our triune God is a community of love 
dwelling before time began.  For us, this means that our des-
tiny/end and our vocation/means is love.  To be embraced in 
the love of God in heaven is our destiny and the way to get 
there in to live in the love of God here and now.  The full-
ness expression of our personhood is our ability to extend 
ourselves to others in love.  Made in the image and likeness 
of God who is love, we reflect this love when we make a gift 
of ourselves to other. 

We have experienced the glory of this love enfleshed in 
Christ Jesus and in our human relationships.  But at the same 
time, in our broken human experience we have experienced 
the opposite of love.  At times we suffer the wounds of love 
gone badly.  We can see in ourselves that our attempts to 
love are prone to be faulted by our selfish motives and disor-
dered hearts.  These selfish motives and disordered hearts 
leave a trail of broken relationships and broken hearts. 

In light of these failures, our vocation and destiny are in 
jeopardy.    At every stage of life we need to constantly ex-
amine how well we love.  In a pure and spiritual way we 
need a few good books on the art of loving.   These books 
are available to us.  We have the Holy Scriptures and the 
great writing of our church made available to us.  Most re-
cently, in the last twenty years, the Holy Spirit has given the 
church through Pope John Paul the Great the writings called 
the Theology of the Body. 

Theology of the Body is this new perspective on the art of 
loving.  It builds on our biblical and traditional foundations 
of human sexuality, while offering a fresh and insightful 
study of the human person.   A number of different theologi-
ans have been studying these writings of the Theology of the 
Body and have provided us with explanations and applica-
tions of these teachings in our lives. 

One of these theologians is Christopher West.  Creed on 
Campus, along with another Christian student group on cam-
pus is sponsoring his visit to the BGSU campus on Thurs-
day, March 26 for an evening talk in the Student Union.  He 
will be speaking for two hours that night.  Additionally, St. 
Aloysius, St. Rose and STM are sponsoring a full day (9 am 
– 4 pm) Saturday Seminar on March 28 at St. Rose Par-
ish, Perrysburg.  I invite you to put these dates in your cal-
endar.  Both events are open to ALL people.  The Thursday 
evening presentation is free, while the Saturday seminar re-
quires pre-registration.  The Saturday seminar registration 
forms can be found at the doors of the Church. 

If you would like to do some reading on the topic, our par-
ish bookstore is currently selling three different books fea-
turing the Theology of the Body.  These books can be pur-
chased during office hours.  Our parish library also has 
books and CDs that are available to sign out and take home 
on this topic. 

Loving correctly is our vocation and our destiny; let us 
thank God for sending to us so many great resources to help 
us achieve fullness in our art of loving.
