Dear Parishioners,

After consultation with the Vision Team and the 50"
Anniversary Renovation Committee, we have decided to
present to the parish a second proposal on the design of
the church which would include the four items (Blessed
Sacrament in main body of church, sound proof confes-
sional, larger gathering space, and a sanctuary platform
that would accommodate the presider’s and deacon’s
chairs) while maintain the current orientation of the
church. The committees looked at the architect’s original
proposal and made some modifications. Munger, Munger
and Associates will make these adaptations and provide
us a new plan which will be present sometime in the next
few weeks to the parish.

We are aware that the current economy has placed a
number of people in difficult financial positions that have
placed a greater demand on our St. Vincent DePaul food
pantry as well as some of our own parishioners who are
negatively affected by the economy. These factors must
be considered as we move forward in our planning for
renovation of our church space and will impact what we
can accomplish. But at this time we need to know where
we are going with the church space and implement that
vision according to the resources that are available. This
basically means that the plan for church space may have
to be done in stages as the money come available to us.

The current economy requires more fervent prayers and
prudent stewardship and planning. As a parish | know we
are capable of facing this challenge from this faithful and
wise posture.
