Dear Parishioners, 
This coming week we begin the Season of Lent, which is 

our 40 day journey of conversion to the Easter sacraments.  
Our Ash Wednesday services are offered throughout the day 
at various locations to serve the various constituencies of 
our parish.  While Ash Wednesday is not a holy day of obli-
gation for Mass attendance, it is an important to mark the 
beginning of this journey of conversion. 

Each year I appreciate the Season of Lent more and more 
as it is a tool to enhance my spiritual life.  In the busyness of 
the world, the care of the soul is easily forgotten.  The 
Church provides for us this season to give us 40 days of re-
newal of the soul through an increase in prayer, fasting and 
almsgiving.  

For the moment, I would like to reflect on the call to fast-
ing as a part of our Lenten discipline and its relationship to 
penance.  Our daily process of turning from things of the 
world that interfere with our relationship with God and sur-
rendering more to the will of the Father can be accom-
plished through acts of penance.  Penance means some prac-
tice that lets us express sorrow for our sins and helps repair 
the damage that sin has caused. 

While there are many forms of penances that we can indi-
vidually choose to embrace on our paths of conversion, the 
Church offers us two forms of penances that have a special 
place in the Season of Lent; fasting and abstinence.  Listed 
below are the guidelines for these practices: 

Fasting is reducing the amount of food you eat below nor-
mal levels. Specifically, on fast days you may eat one full 
meal and two smaller meals, but those two smaller together 
should not exceed the amount of the normal meal. Snacking 
between meals is also prohibited on fast days.  

 
All Catholics age 18 to 59 are required to fast on Ash 

Wednesday and Good Friday. You are excused from fasting 
if you have a legitimate need to eat a normal amount of food 
on fast days. This includes:  
• The sick or infirm, including handicapped or mentally 
ill people who need the nourishment or cannot make a free 
choice to fast�
• Pregnant and nursing mothers 
• Some manual laborers 
 
Abstinence means not eating meat (fish is not considered 
meat in this case). All Catholics 14 and older are required 
to observe abstinence on these days:  
• Ash Wednesday, Good Friday (the Friday before 
Easter), and all Fridays in Lent.�

In the U.S., it is still strongly recommended to observe 
Friday abstinence outside of Lent, but Catholics may choose 
to substitute another penitential practice or act of charity for 
these days.�

I invite you to joyfully enter into this Season of Lent with 
the disciplines of fasting and abstinence.  There is much to 
be gained through these practices.   May one of these gains 
be a renewal in your relationship with the Lord.
