Dear Parishioners, 
We are all looking for happiness.  We seek it out each 

and every day.   We sometimes mistake happiness for 
pleasure.  And there is a difference between happiness and 
pleasure.  If we fail to recognize that difference and replace 
the experience of pleasure in our lives believing it to be 
true happiness, we will suffer serious consequences in this 
life and the next life. 

Webster’s Dictionary defines pleasure as a pleased feel-
ing; enjoyment.  It is a gratification of the senses.  Whereas 
happiness, according to Aristotle, does not consist in pas-
times and amusement but in virtuous activities. 

Sometimes the distinction is made that happiness comes 
from within where as pleasure is temporal and comes from 
something outside of our self. The experience of pleasure is 
here and gone in an instant.  For example you might re-
ceive pleasure from eating, drinking, making love or an-
other form of entertainment but you cannot receive that 
sensation of pleasure without those activities or products.  
The experience of pleasure cannot be achieved unless it 
comes from an outside stimulus.  Happiness, on the other 
hand, is a continuous state of the soul and mind that can 
exist even when the conditions of the world is failing us. 

As we mature we discover that happiness is not found in 
the next achievement, product, brand new house, better 
grade, more exciting relationship or faster car. Even chil-
dren learn this early on. Although getting something new 
may create a surge of pleasure, it is fleeting and is nothing 
compared with an inner sense of lasting joy that is not con-
tingent upon accumulation or achievement. 

If happiness is not a by-product of some activity or prod-
uct how can we achieve a lasting happiness?  It seems to 
me that the Greeks, particularly Aristotle, were on to some-
thing when they claimed that happiness comes for virtuous 
activities.  Another way of putting it: happiness is achieved 
when we put to full use our human capacity to do good.  
When one is living a life where they have achieved an inte-
gration of values and moral behavior, thereby producing a 
virtuous life, nothing in the world can alter their happiness. 

The challenge for us in our time is that the message of the 
culture is that ‘happiness’ is found is some products and 
activities that are intrinsically bad (sex outside of marriage, 
drugs, abuse of alcohol, excessive gambling, pornography).  
We are told the lie that happiness is found within these ac-
tivities.  Sadly, these ‘pursuits of happiness’, which are 
contrary to the goodness of our personhood, leave many 
people empty and despairing. 

The Season of Lent is an opportunity to evaluate our fee-
ble attempts to secure happiness in the material of the 
world.  If we have tried to find happiness in things intrinsi-
cally evil, we are given this opportunity to gain the disci-
pline to say no to those vices and begin finding lasting hap-
piness in virtue.
