Dear Parishioners,

On Tuesday, February 28, the Vision Team and 50"
Anniversary Committee met to continue discerning
the next step on the church renovation. As presented
before, it was determined that the interior renovation
of the church would maintain the seating arrangement
in its current orientation. Additionally in light of the
economic situation the committee proposed to with-
hold doing the whole project at this time and imple-
ment the updates and changes in two phases.

The first phase will address some of the most press-
ing needs; new doors, flooring, sound-proof confes-
sional, larger sanctuary platform, installation of do-
nated granite altar, ambo and presider chair, building
a platform with risers for choir and placement of
Blessed Sacrament in main body of church. We are
working with an estimator to secure a price quote on
these items.  Once this “price-tag’ is established we
will share it with the parish community to further dis-
cern the viability of securing these funds for a sum-
mertime renovation.

The second phase would include the installation of
front doors, the glass wall to create a separate vesti-
bule, a steeple, an extension of the north wall to create
a corridor for getting from one side of church to the
other, a relocation of music room to current south-side
storage room and the renovation of the current music
room to small chapel for small group Masses and
prayer. These items on the plan are more costly and
felt that they could wait for better economic times.

| continue to thank the committees for their sacrifice
of time and energy on this project. While it has taken
time to get to this point, our prayer has been that we
could move forward in a spirit of unity and charity
and it appears we have done so.
