Dear Friends, 
Recently I had the opportunity to do a presentation on St. 

John at our Sunday evening “Saints and Scripture” Bible 
Study. Later that evening, it occurred to me how closely re-
lated Pope John Paul II’s teaching on the Theology of the Body 
is to the Gospel of John. Of all the Gospels, the Gospel of John 
is the one that really gives us an insight into the unity of Jesus’ 
human and divine nature; the love of Christ that has been re-
vealed to us through His body. 

Today, and for the next two Sundays of Lent, the Gospel 
readings are taken from the Gospel of John. In John’s Gospel, 
we encounter the Christ of Glory!  Christ’s divine nature is 
made manifest to us through His human nature. For St. John, 
the light of Easter illumines the earthly ministry of Jesus, re-
vealing the hidden glory of the Word become flesh. 

In today’s reading from John, Jesus chastises the Jews for 
turning the Temple into a marketplace, and a house of iniquity. 
He tells them “destroy this temple and in three days I will raise 
it up”…referring to His approaching death and resurrection. He 
was speaking about the temple of His body. In next Sunday’s 
reading from the Gospel of John, Jesus tells Nicodemus, 
“Whoever believes in Him will not be condemned…and this is 
the verdict: that the light came into the world, but people pre-
ferred darkness to light, because their works were evil…but 
whoever lives the truth comes to the light, so that his works 
may be clearly seen as done in God.”  The following Sunday, 
the fifth Sunday of Lent, we hear again from John’s Gospel – 
Jesus says to Andrew and Phillip, “The hour has come for the 
Son of Man to be glorified.”   

How is this connected to the Theology of the Body? 1) We 
are not spiritual beings; we are human beings. Everything we 
are and have is contained in our bodies. Our spiritual relation-
ship with Christ, our spouse, and others, is made visible only 
through our body. It is a living temple of the Holy Spirit.  2) 
We should not, and must not accept the lies, the counterfeit 
teachings, and relativism of the world in which we live. The 
Sacred Scriptures and Church teachings are not just lofty ide-
als; rather, they are meant to be a way of life. We all have an 
ache in our hearts to love and be loved. But we are made for 
the light. We must seek the truth about love and how it is 
expressed in and through our bodies, and then try to live it out 
in our daily lives. We can remain in darkness, or our beauty 
can be revealed through the light of Christ. 3) Just as Christ’s 
hour had come to be glorified (lifted up on a Cross), so too, the 
hour has come for man’s body to be glorified. We must die 
daily to our own sins, especially sins of impurity and lust, so 
that we may gain a new perspective on what a healthy body, a 
life in Christ, really looks like. In his Gospel, St. John is essen-
tially inviting us to dine at the banquet table of the Lord. When 
it comes to sexuality and love, Christopher West says that too 
many of us are still eating out of the dumpster instead of ac-
cepting God’s invitation to dine at the wedding banquet, pre-
pared for us by the Bridegroom himself, Jesus Christ. 

It is with these thoughts in mind that I would like to invite all 
of you to join us for one or both of Christopher West’s pres-
entations on the Theology of the Body here on the campus at 
BGSU, and at St. Rose Parish in Perrysburg. Please see the 
flyer/registration form in today’s bulletin for all the details. 

It doesn’t matter if you are young, old, single, married, di-
vorced, a student, parent, grandparent; if you have a body, 
these presentations are for you!  The all-day seminar at St. 
Rose will include a light lunch and a participant workbook. 
This event is sponsored by St. Thomas More, St. Aloysius, and 
St. Rose parishes. We have been praying for a good turnout, 
especially from St. Tom’s, and ask that you please support 
the parish by your attendance at this very special event.
