Dear Parishioners,

As we approach the mid-point of our Lenten Season, |
would like to draw your attention to two special parish
events that are quickly approaching and encourage
your participation.

On Monday, March 30th, the 7:00 pm will have a
parish-wide Lenten Penance Service. Twice a year
(Advent & Lent) we as a parish have the opportunity to
come together as a family to celebrate this great Sacra-
ment of Reconciliation/Confession. In this sacrament
we come before God as a sinner in need of cleansing
and through a verbal confession of sin, we are made a
new creation. We leave the confessional a different
person then when we entered. People who use the Sac-
rament frequently testify frequently to this awesome
transformation that takes place in their soul after mak-
ing a good confession. They often say a burden has
been lifted.

Unfortunately there are some Catholics who have
walked away from the Sacrament of Reconciliation
because a past bad experience or a failure in seeing its
importance in their spiritual life. If you are among
those who have not been to confession for many years,
this March 30" 7:00pm Reconciliation Service is
calling you. There will be three other great priests
from around the diocese here to hear confessions.

Additionally, I would like to encourage your participa-
tion and presence in the Easter Vigil Service on Holy
Saturday at 8:00 pm on April 11. This is a special
year for our parish family as we will be welcoming 16
people into the Catholic faith, 8 of which will receive
the Sacrament of Baptism as well as Confirmation and
First Holy Communion. Karen Mazzeo, our Director
of the RCIA program has done a great job in assisting
and preparing these candidates and catechumens for
the Easter Sacraments. There is a lot of joyful antici-
pation among the RCIA participants for the Easter
Vigil. Join us on Holy Saturday and share in their joy.
